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Anti-Corruption Program Outline

1. Introduction

The Program on Anti-Corruption is designed to enable the community of anti-corruption champions and practitioners in the ECA region to learn from global and regional best practice, and from each other through an expansion of knowledge sharing and dialogue opportunities. It will also build capacity in organizations engaged in combating corruption in the ECA region and facilitate transfer of experiences among countries which share similar history and – either now or in the past – have faced similar development problems. Finally, the Program will also lead to strengthening the GDLN regional network activities in ECA region.
2. Program Content

The Program is structured in 5 modules covering the following subjects:

· Building Anti-Corruption Coalitions 
· Corruption Monitoring and Assessment Techniques 

· Civic Initiatives for Judicial Reform and Countering Corruption 

· Hidden Economy and Corruption 

· Organized Crime and Corruption.
3. Participants

The pilot course is specifically targeted at Ukraine with the possibility of other ECA sites (e.g. Kyrgyzstan) tapping into some of the sessions. The target audience will be composed of anti-corruption practitioners such as public sector officials, legislators, members of the judiciary, civil society and business association representatives, academics, and possibly journalists.
3. Program Background

The Program is largely based on the experience of a successful anti-corruption initiative implemented in Bulgaria since mid-1998 – Coalition 2000 (www.anticorruption.bg) – as well as a regional anti-corruption initiative (Southeast Europe Legal Development Initiative – www.seldi.net) implemented in Albania, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Macedonia, Romania and Yugoslavia, and coordinated by the Center for the Study of Democracy (CSD).
Through this Program policy- and decision-makers in target ECA countries will be able to learn from global and regional knowledge and practical experience of WB (and/or other international organizations) in addressing corruption issues world-wide. Its importance stems from the priorities formulated in the WB Country Assistance Strategies for ECA countries many of which identify corruption as one of the region’s development challenges. In a number of priority areas anti-corruption programs are referred to as a precondition to the success of development assistance and reforms.

4. Program Schedule

The Program will commence in July, 2005 and run over a period of 3 months (July through September). There will be no sessions during the month of August. Each of the modules will run for approximately two (2) hours. The working language will be English with simultaneous interpretation from/to Russian.

5. Modules

The Program consists of 5 modules, delivered through videoconferencing. The titles of the modules are:

· Building Anti-Corruption Coalitions (Public Private Partnerships in Countering Corruption: the Case of Coalition 2000 in Bulgaria)

· Corruption Monitoring and Assessment Techniques 

· Civic Initiatives for Judicial Reform and Countering Corruption 

· Hidden Economy and Corruption 

· Organized Crime and Corruption

7. Format of the modules

The sessions will follow a format of a presentation by leading international experts participating from WBHQ in Washington, DC or another GDLN studio in Europe  who will provide the global perspective to the issues discussed, present the analytical framework and tools, and discuss the international best practice in the field. Panelists at the Sofia DLC in Bulgaria will share this country’s experience in translating the general concepts into specific strategies and programs. The presentations will be followed by a moderated discussion involving participants in the other GDLN sites.

8. Pre-training materials

The materials will consist of the panelists’ power point presentations; background and reference materials; links to online resources, etc. related to the subjects being discussed. Materials will be distributed to participants at least one week in advance of each session in electronic format.
9. Video-conferencing

The training session for each module will start with presentations by the panel of experts (up to 3 key experts, each speaking for not more than 15 minutes). Following the experts’ presentations, there will be Q&A sessions. The videoconference will last a maximum of two hours.
10. Post-conference follow-up
During the week following the videoconference, participants will have the opportunity to communicate with the lecturers to clarify points of discussion and to ask additional questions.
